Please Note:

This tool is not designed to be used as a valve removal tool.

DO NOT attempt to unscrew the valve using the clinch ring removal tool as the torque required
will damage the tools handle pivot point.

DO NOT hammer the end of the red handle to insert the chisel tip as this will damage the tool.
